Sheet 4 — The CONTRACTOR shall run the electric underground to a new pole, that will be set by Ameren,
that will replace an existing pole along Mill St. approximately 100” west of the gravel driveway. The electric
will run at an angle across the park to the Lift Station. The length is approximately 250 feet.

Sheet 63 — The IDOT permit requires ten feet (10”) minimum cover under the flow line of ditches and the
pavement. The profile shall be adjusted accordingly.

Force main — The force main profile shows the minimum depth of installation to minimize the amount of air
release valves or adjust the location of air release valves. The CONTRACTOR shall follow the profile to
remove unnecessary high points on the force main. The minimum depth is 42 of cover.

* Railroad Bore — The railroad bore’s bore pits are located in Zone B shoring. The KCS Drawing BR-122 is
attached. It appears that shoring is per OSHA except that it has to be vertical shoring no sloping is allowed.
Per BR-122 only Zone A shoring requires PE Calculation and Stamp. If the contractor wants to extend the
bore, any changes to depth downstream will be at the CONTRACTOR’s cost due to the slope of the Railroad
bore.

Sheet 72 — Seal-Offs
The Seal-Offs shall be between the Terminal Box and Control Panel. This will allow for future maintenance of

the pump lead and float lead.

Sheet 72 — Note 15
The Note 15 is “Make connection utilizing split bolt with 33+ tape wrapped with the sticky side out, covered
with scotch fill and a final covering of using 33+ tape. Covering shall be half lapped.

Sheet 72 — Disconnect before the meter shall be replaced with a 2-200 amp breakers installed after the meter
and before the control panel.
